Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Merry, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation, the Cabinet has resolved as follows:
(i) To note and receive a summary financial appraisal and key risks of the Phase 3 Revised Proposals;

(ii) To note that Partnerships for Schools (PfS) have provided an in-principle approval for the City Council to use all of the remaining government grant funding to support the Phase 3a scheme (subject to the conditions outlined in (iii) and (iv) below);

(iii) To provide a commitment to an equivalent scale of works for Phases 3b and 3c (as detailed in the Part 1 report, and further outlined in 3.3 and 3.4 of this report), to be funded from the City Council’s own resources; and

(iv) To authorise the City Treasurer to include the commitment outlined in (iii) above within the revised Section 151 officer affordability letter.

The reasons are to ensure the timely delivery of the schools and services involved in the BSF programme.
An option considered and rejected was not to approve the revised proposals for Phase 3 of the BSF Programme.
The assessment of risk is High – As the national BSF programme has been halted, there is a requirement for the remaining government grant supporting the Salford BSF programme to be committed, therefore a timely decision on the proposals for the remaining schools in the BSF programme is necessary.
Source of funding: Government grant, City Council revenue contribution, schools budget contributions, third party receipts, capital receipts, supported and unsupported borrowing.
