The Reasons are that this evidence will enable informed decisions when considering the future of the city’s employment stock and will inform the production of the proposed Supplementary Planning Document on Employment Land, and eventual Local Development Framework Site Allocations Document.
Options considered and rejected were
Assessment of Risk: The Employment Land Review contains new evidence that will be important in framing future economic and planning policy. Given the breadth of evidence within the study it is important that clear and consistent conclusions are drawn and, to this end, it is proposed that a Supplementary Planning Document on Employment Land be brought forward.
