· Cabinet note the implications of the proposed vertical integration and impact on the current joint and integrated services with the Council

· Cabinet to agree ‘in principle’ to the option of vertical integration of health service component of the Intermediate Care Services with Salford Royal Foundation Trust (SRFT)

· Cabinet to agree ‘in principle’ to the option of integration with the Council for the Allied Health Professionals and Nursing Staff within Learning Disabilities and Wheelchair and Equipment Services subject to an assessment of liabilities

· Cabinet to agree the delegation to Lead Members for Community Services and Health for final sign off.

The reasons are to ensure The Council will wish to develop closer dialogue with Salford Practice Based Commissioning Consortium to ensure not only current partnership arrangements are maintained but further opportunities are sought to embrace and embed joint/integrated commissioning arrangements in the future.

An option considered and rejected was not to revise the current policy. This option was rejected.

· The Health, Wellbeing and Social Care Scrutiny has considered the PCT’s proposals a number of times.
