We Councillors John Merry Leader, Bill Hinds Lead Member for Customer and Support Services and John Warmisham Lead Member for Children’s Services, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation, the Cabinet has resolved as follows:
1. That on securing the signature of Transforming Learning Partnership (TLP) to the Selected Bidder Letter, setting out the required terms of negotiation, to appoint TLP as the Selected Bidder designate to deliver the Salford and Wigan BSF Programme; 

2. To authorise the BSF Director, with advice from the Council’s Legal and Financial advisers, to 

a. Authorise the signing of the Selected Bidder letter, which in addition to outlining the requirements of the Council, also describes the commercial position reached in negotiations to date;

b. continue negotiations with TLP with a view to achieving financial close of the project in October 2009;

c. develop the proposals for the Local Education Partnership (LEP) in accordance with the principles determined through dialogue, and in consultation with representatives from Wigan Council; 

d. negotiate and agree the final form of the commercial documentation, and any other associated documentation which may be required for the project; and

e. advise Catalyst that they have not been appointed as Selected Bidder and that they have been placed on standby as Reserve Bidder for the duration of the Selected Bidder stage negotiations;

The reasons are to ensure the timely delivery of the schools and services involved in the BSF programme.
An option considered and rejected was not to appoint a Selected Bidder.

The assessment of risk is High – Failure to complete the selection process in accordance with the agreed time table would materially affect the delivery of the BSF programme.  
Source of funding:  Funding is included within the overall resources identified for the BSF programme agreed by Cabinet on the 27 February 2007 and approved by Partnership for Schools and the Treasury at the end of June 2007.

Legal advice obtained: Developed with Customer & Support Services – Law & Administration Section input and with input from Addleshaw Goddard, external legal advisers to the BSF programme.

Financial advice obtained: Developed with Customer & Support Services – PFI accountant input and with input from Ernst & Young, external financial advisers to the BSF programme.
