Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I Councillor Merry , confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation, the Cabinet has resolved as follows:
In the case of The Swinton High School and Broadoak Primary Schools, which have been granted an Academy Order by the Secretary of State:

1. To authorise the lease of the existing school premises to the respective academy trusts for a 125 year period.

2. To enter into a transfer agreement with the trusts in relation to assets, third party contracts, staffing and information transfer. 

3.
In the event of a decision by the Secretary of State to authorise the conversion of any other Salford schools to become academies; to authorise the Lead Member for Children’s Services following consultation with other Lead Members to:

a.  Determine the terms of the land transfer based on the model lease issued by the DfE, including the extent of the school premises and licences for land outside of the lease arrangements.

b. Determine the terms of the transfer agreement.

4.
In respect of all schools which convert to academy status, to note that respective Directorates will offer services under Service Level Agreements (SLAs) the terms upon which such services are provided to any such academy to be determined by the relevant Strategic Director for the service in question.

The reasons are to comply with the Academies Act 2010 and associated regulations.  
Under legislation there are no alternative options which can be considered.

The assessment of risk is medium.  The authority has no alternative to comply with this process but it does pose a number of risk to the authority as outlined in the report.
