We, Councillors Maureen Lea and Bill Hinds, Lead Members for Environment and for Customer and Support Services, respectively, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has passed the following resolution: -

That the Lead Member for Environment, in consultation with the Lead Member for           Customer and Support Services, authorise the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services to sign the Greater Manchester Inter-Authority Agreement on Waste Management.

The reasons are that the Inter-Authority Agreement and the new Waste Management Private Finance Initiative will transform the management of waste in the Greater Manchester conurbation.  It will assist Greater Manchester in becoming a top performance sub-region in terms of Sustainable Waste Management, Recycling and Waste Minimisation.  The Council now has an opportunity to play a leading role in securing these objectives.  

Options considered and rejected were not to sign the Inter-Authority Agreement.

Risk Assessments have been carried out at Greater Manchester level for the Private Finance Initiative Contract and the Inter-Authority Agreement.

The source of funding is the existing Revenue Budget and Waste Levy Precept.
