Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has approved the hosting of a two-night large-scale outdoor cultural event at Salford Quays in July 2007, as part of the three-week Manchester International Festival (MIF), subject to the confirmation and Council's approval of a suitable high-profile artiste for such event.


The reasons are that the event will raise the City’s profile and reputation; provide an opportunity to target new markets for the City's cultural events programme; celebrate the City's pivotal role in music, culture, innovation and the arts; provide opportunities for local communities to participate; showcase the major events’ potential of the mediacity:uk site; support the core objectives of Salford’s Tourism and City Marketing Strategies and the Regional Events Strategy; and support a key strand of both Destination Manchester (the five-year strategy for tourism in Greater Manchester) and the Strategy for Tourism in England’s Northwest. .

Options considered and rejected were a one-night event, and not to proceed with the proposed event.


Assessment of risk: Medium to high .

The source of funding: As part of the Council’s budget strategy the Director of Customer and Support Services has committed to build this into the budget for 2007/08..
