Salford City Council - Record of Decision (Cabinet)

I, Councillor Connor, Lead Member of Housing, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has passed the following resolutions: -

(1) THAT the offer to tenants on the proposed transfer of homes in West Salford be 

approved.

(2) THAT the following matters be noted in respect of the proposed transfer of homes in 

West Salford:-

(a) The process and timescales for formal consultation with tenants.

(b) The delegation to the Lead Members for Housing and for Customer and Support 

Services of the decision to proceed to stage 2 and ballot.

(3) THAT stage one notices be issued on 28th May, 2007, with the formal consultation period starting on 4th June for 28 days, and closing on 2nd July, 2007. 

 The reasons are that on 31st July, 2006, the Council submitted a Decent Homes programme application for a place on the 2006 transfer programme. Salford has been accepted onto the programme with a negative valuation of up to £95,750,000. 

The Council now has to show that tenants support its plans to transfer homes in west Salford to a new local housing company - City West Housing Trust. This has to be done through formal consultation and the Council has to provide all its tenants with a formal offer document which sets out the Council's transfer proposals and the Council's promises to tenants if the transfer goes ahead. It also sets out to tenants what would happen if the transfer does not go ahead

Options considered and rejected: Not to proceed with the offer.

Assessment of risk: High.

The source of funding is Housing Revenue Account - options implementation.
