Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Sheehy, Lead Member for Adult Social Services, confirm that, in exercise of 

the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the 

Cabinet has resolved that (a) the day services for Mental Health Service users be 

modernised, (b) the Duchy House Mental Health Day Centre be closed, and (c) the 

resources of the latter be redirected into a community network model with a central base.

The Reasons are that an independent review of Day Services to people with mental health needs was undertaken in 2002. This review recommended that future services in Salford should be restructured to focus on a social inclusion model based within the community. Recent government policy reinforces this social inclusion model. The local authority has one day centre for mental health service users based at Duchy House. This centre has experienced a decline in use over several years and there has been a period of consultation regarding its future. This was reported to Cabinet in April 2005. The results of this consultation and the role of Duchy House within the new vision of day opportunities were considered by the Bolton, Salford and Trafford Mental Health Trust Board and by the Mental Health Partnership Board on 8th June 2005. 

Options considered and rejected were to remain open. This was rejected because it dose not meet the current service need..

Assessment of Risk: To do nothing will result in resources not being focused on the best outcomes for the majority of service users.

The source of funding: Resources will remain within the mental health services.

Legal advice obtained: Legal Services have advised on this proposal.

Financial advice obtained: Finance Sections within the Community, Health and social Care Directorate; the Primary Care Trust.
