I, Councillor Warmisham, Lead Member of Children's Services, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has authorised the public consultation process in respect of the proposals for the "Building Schools for the Future" programme in the City.

The reasons are that "Building Schools for the Future" is a generational opportunity to transform teaching and learning at secondary level across the City and involves £110,000,000 of capital funding.  The report referred to at (c) below outlines a proposed citywide consultation process on the principles that will guide this transformation including initial proposals for future school reorganisation.

Assessment of risk: This is a very important initiative for the transformation of secondary education in the City and capital investment of approximately £110,000,000.  Delays to the consultation process will result in the programme missing key deadlines as required by Partnerships for Schools.
