· provide a full range of services to encourage personal and social development, early intervention, support in difficulty, and safety in crisis;

· ensure children and young people are healthy, and can achieve well in order to contribute to their communities socially and economically, and to their full potential;

· ensure services and partners work closely with each other and with children and young people when planning, commissioning, providing and evaluating services; and

· ensure services and partners collect and share needed information appropriately and securely.


The Cabinet has also resolved that –


(a) the Lead Member for Youth Cross-Cutting Issues continue to work with Elected Members, officers and partner organisations to carry out further consultation with partner organisations in order to refine and develop the strategy and embed it into working practice; and


(b) on its completion, the adoption of the strategy by partners of the Council be sought.

The reasons are the strategy is consistent with the Council’s pledge to commit itself to investing in young people in Salford.  

The Strategy will assist the Council in preparing its response to the forthcoming Children Bill by recognising the importance of encouraging young people’s participation and involvement in service planning and evaluation.
