Subsequently, an announcement was received on 28 March 2003, confirming an allocation of £48 million PFI Credits.


	Options considered and rejected:  In December 2003, the City Council, via the PFI Steering Group, engaged external advisers to assist the PFI In-House Team with the procurement of the PFI project.  Work has been ongoing with the Advisers to bring the project to the Invitation to Tender stage of the process, with actions reported through the PFI Steering Group accordingly.




	Assessment of Risk:  An assessment of risk was undertaken as part of the three Special High Schools PFI.  It is intended to replicate this and a copy is available if required.



	Source of Funding: The PFI credits will attract special grant funding via the RSG payable to the Authority from the financial year in which the Authority makes payment to the Provider.


	Legal Advice Obtained: Advice has been obtained from Corporate Services and the external Legal Adviser to the project.


	Financial Advice Obtained: Developed with Corporate Service inputs and the external Financial Adviser to the project.
