Salford City Council - Record of Decision (CABINET)

I, Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has passed the following resolutions: -

(1) That OPUS Developments be selected as the preferred development partner for the New Deal for Communities area; and that Taylor Woodrow be nominated as the reserve development partner.

(2) That, subject to DFES and Educational requirements, the receipts from the development partner agreement be ringfenced for reuse within the New Deal for Communities area as part of the wider regeneration proposals.

(3) That the Deputy Director of Customer and Support Services and City Solicitor undertake the necessary legal formalities in respect of the development partner arrangements documentation.

The reasons are that OPUS was unanimously considered by the Interviewing Panel to be offering the best package for the development of targeted sites in the Charlestown and Lower Kersal NDC area. Taylor Woodrow was considered to be offering the next package.

Options considered and rejected were the appointment of Barratts and Taylor Gleesons/Keepmoat/Lowry respectively. The appointment of each of these was rejected because it was felt their bids did not match those of OPUS in the first instance, and Taylor Woodrow in the second instance.
