I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance with the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, the Cabinet has passed the following resolutions: -

(1) That the Council agree, in principle, to a new model partnership for the Greater Manchester Connexions service, effective from 1st April, 2005.

(2) That the Council be represented on the Partnership in accordance with the draft Partnership Agreement.

(3) That the Council accept the terms of the draft Partnership Agreement.

(4) That the final Agreement to effect the new model be concluded by the Deputy Director of Customer and Support Services and City Solicitor/Assistant Director (Culture, Lifelong Learning and Sport) and in consultation with the Lead Member for Education.

(5) That the Council, along with other AGMA Councils, underwrite the Lease in the event of a new tenant not being found following the cessation of the grant.


The reasons are to evolve Connexions as a basis for future alignment with Children’s Trusts.

Options considered and rejected were not to implement new governance arrangements.

Assessment of Risk: The key risks centres around the liability for the lease of the leased premises currently occupied by the Partnership Limited.  Various options exist to mitigate these risks and they will be explored more fully as part of the due diligence process..

The source of funding: Not Applicable.

Legal advice obtained: Yes, the Council may enter into arrangements or agreements with any person / body in order to promote the social and economic wellbeing of the area which the recommended options do.  Any joint arrangements established under the recommendations fall within Article 2 of the Constitution.
