I, Councillor John Merry, Leader of the Council

In exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph K 5 of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the proposal for delivery of the Salford’s High Street Support Fund. 

The reason is to provide short term financial support either through grants and / or interest free loans to help those businesses affected by the August civil disturbance to return to normal business.  In addition implement an events & marketing plan to encourage footfall to the shopping centre.
Assessment of Risk. 

Low risk as a panel has been appointed to review / challenge all applications. The funding allocated will be claimed back from central government funds. 

The main identified risk is businesses receiving grant as well as other settlement (ie insurance claim) and not repaying the grant. To minimise this, a legally binding agreement has been prepared to contract the business to repay the payment should an insurance claim or Riot Damages Act claim be settled successfully.
