I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by paragraph I 9 (a) (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, do hereby approve (a) the proposed Block Improvement scheme for the Gateway Terraces on Littleton Road, (b) the budget costs of £1,320,067 (inclusive of fees) for the Gateway Terrace scheme to be funded via the New Deal for Communities Capital Programme  - 2007-2009, (c) the appointment of the Council’s construction partners, G & J Seddon Construction Ltd  to carry out the refurbishment work, and (d) the commencement of the scheme on site provided that at the time the target cost is agreed, there is provision for the target cost within the budget.
The reasons are to obtain the earliest possible start on site and achieve the desired spend for 2006/07.  Costs will be contained within the overall programme budget.

Option considered and rejected was not to proceed with the refurbishment
