I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J(a)(i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, and in accordance with Contractual Standing Order 12.4, do hereby approve the appointment of ECOTEC Limited to undertake the external evaluation of the Neighbourhood Renewal Fund Programme.
The reasons are that the selected consultants, ECOTEC Limited, presented a team with greatest specific experience of N.R.F. evaluation, access to a wider network of experienced consultants and the most detailed and appropriate study methodology.

Options considered and rejected: Fifteen proposals were received in response to an advertisement in “Regeneration and Renewal.”  Four shortlisted consultancies were interviewed on 6th May 2005.  The proposals from the other consultancies were not considered to offer the same level of added value experience as the selected consultancy.
