Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph I 9 (a) (iii) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, do hereby approve proposals to improve the external environment of St. Thomas’s Church, Pendleton, to be funded by the Charlestown and Lower Kersal New Deal for Communities (NDC) Partnership, as part of works being carried out within the Pendleton Church area.

The reasons are that St. Thomas’s Church is a Grade II Listed Building and is a historical landmark of local significance, within what has been termed the key gateway into the 
Charlestown and Lower Kersal NDC area. There NDC are looking to carry out various projects within the area and it is considered that the proposed improvements to the external environment of the Church would provide a “quick win”  opportunity to improve the image and appearance of the area. Aside from the contribution the proposed improvements will make to the image and appearance of the area, they will also improve access to what is considered an important community facility for local residents.

Options considered and rejected were: It is considered that the proposals to improve the external environment of the Church will provide an opportunity to improve the image and appearance of the area, creating a distinctive landmark in an area which is seen as the key gateway into the NDC. The only other option considered would be to do nothing; however, it is considered that this would represent a loss to the area and it is important to capitalise on the opportunity that St. Thomas’s Church can provide to enhance the gateway.

Assessment of Risk: It is considered that this project is a low risk undertaking and the proposals would make a significant, and positive, impact on the image and appearance of the area..

The source of funding is NDC Funding.
