SALFORD CITY COUNCIL - RECORD OF DECISION

I, Councillor John Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph I. 9 (a) (ii) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the tendering process for the appointment of consultants to undertake the Central Salford International Competition to develop the vision and regeneration framework for the area.

The reasons are that expertise to develop the vision and framework is not available in-house and the Shadow Board of the Central Salford Initiative, which includes the Leader and Lead Members for Development Services and Housing, has agreed this is a priority. As the Shadow Board is not currently formally constituted, Salford City Council is required to let the contract. As the contract budget is £250,000, an Official Journal of the European Union (OJEU) notice is to be placed, alongside advertisements in UK, European and US journals. Officers in Chief Executive Directorate have liaised closely with officers in the Corporate Services Directorate to ensure adherence to all associated regulations. 

The decision is required urgently in order for consultants to be appointed as quickly as possible.

The option of not procuring specialist support was considered and rejected because it would prejudice the generation of a robust vision and regeneration framework for the area.

Assessment of risk: The key risk of not recruiting suitable consultants will be guarded against by a thorough tendering/interview process.

The source of funding is NWDA/English Partnerships.
