I, Councillor Merry, Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (v) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve funding for the 2007 Salford Film Festival at the level of £20,000 and confirm that I will be the Salford City Council representative on the board of the Salford Film Festival, with the Director of Marketing and Communications deputising as required.


The reasons are the Salford Film Festival 2007 will promote and raise the profile of Salford as an area of creative excellence in image media and, through the production and screening of new productions, will encourage the development of links at a regional, national and international level.  From a tourism marketing perspective, the Salford Film Festival will be an enhancement to the city’s visitor offer.   

Options considered and rejected were not to approve funding for the festival.

The source of funding is to be found within the sum set aside to deliver the Manchester International Festival; this will not require the level of funding previously anticipated.
