I, Councillor John Merry, Leader of the Council in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph I Section 9 (a) (ii), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:

1. Approve the demolition of the Langworthy Hotel and the treatment of the site on a temporary basis; and

2. Consider the option of converting the site into a pay and display car park and approve the coming forward of a further, more detailed report on this matter.

The Reasons are to remove blight and health & safety risks associated with the existing derelict structure and to explore the development options that Great Places Housing Association and the Seedley and Langworthy Trust can bring forward for the cleared site and adjacent vacant land. 

Assessment of Risk : Low/Medium. Demolition of the Langworthy Hotel will deal effectively with the detrimental impact on the surrounding area. If no action is taken and the Hotel is left in its current condition this may have a destabilising effect on the significant investment that has already taken place and continue to pose a Health and Safety risk.

The source of funding for demolition and site treatment is Private Sector Housing Capital Progamme 2010/11.
