I Councillor Merry Leader of Salford City Council in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 19 (a) (ii) & J (a) (i) , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:
Approve the additional funding from New Deal for Communities of £90,000 towards the improvement of Gerald Road, and £53,000 gap funding  in relation to the former Poets site development.
The Reasons are : As part of the development works it is proposed to carry out upgrading works to Gerald Road to bring it up to adoptable standards – this being deemed necessary in order to satisfy likely S106 requirements connected with the development.
Due to the affordable nature of accommodation proposed and the upgrading works to Gerald Road the overall scheme is unviable in financial terms.  NDC and ID have therefore identified additional funding to bridge the financial deficit.
