Assessment of Risk 

There is substantial risk of non-attainment of key Salford Agreement priorities and targets, especially NI153 and NI116 (reduction in working age benefit claimants / reduction in Child Poverty). There is also a risk of non-achievement of the LPSA2 target to support long-term Incapacity Benefit into work, which brings with it a reward grant upon achievement.

Fundamentally, there is also a real risk of a cessation in service delivery to support local residents to access critical support to return to work, upskill and retain employment at a time when easy local access to this kind of support is essential.
