Options considered and rejected were .- The pre-implementation phase of ICP requires bespoke specialist technical input and cannot be provided by any other means.
Assessment of Risk .Low – The Design Team will be scrutinised by the ICP Project Team and the appointed project managers for ICP – Davis Langdon. They have delivered the design team technical input to ICP since November 2006 and are experienced and known.
The source of funding is .NWDA funds secured by the Central Salford URC and match-funding provided by SCC, MCC and TMBC
Legal Advice obtained .- Yes - throughout the procurement process.

Financial Advice obtained .- Director of Customer and Support Services aware of the funding arrangements.
