I , Councillor John Merry in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph JA1 , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Authorises the Deputy Chief Executive, or his nominated representative, to sign a legal agreement between the City Council and GMPTE and between the City Council and the University of Salford as previously outlined in the report approved in principle by the Leader on the 14th February 2011.  
The Reasons are .Following the previous report to the Leader on the 14th February agreements have now been made by both the GMPTE and The University of Salford confirming their financial commitments to the bus service in line with those expressed in the previous report.  

As a result a legal agreement has now been drafted between the City Council and Greater Manchester Passenger Transport Executive and a separate side agreement has been drafted between the City Council and the University to formalise their commitments.  

Options considered and rejected were not to sign the agreement 

Assessment of Risk. The overall assessment of risk is low to medium. This new service has been requested by the community and partners in order to improve the access to the Media City. 
The source of funding is. It has been confirmed that funding for this service comes from the Media Enterprise Zone fund as previously budgeted.   There is sufficient resource to do this

Legal Services have reviewed the legal aspects of the agreements and have commented upon them.   
Financial Advice obtained.
The previously approved Media Enterprise Zone budget would be used to fund potential costs associated with the possible transport subsidy.  The achievement of income will offset this – actual income levels will be built into MediaCityUK budgets following regular monitoring meetings with GMPTE.
