The contracts are for a period of three years with an option to extend by mutual agreement for a further two years following review. The contract start dates are to be negotiated with the successful tenderers post contract award but are likely to be late 2007. 


The minimum contract sums payable per annum based on the core requirements specified in the tender are listed in the table above. In addition there is an option to purchase additional hours if individuals require additional support. The additional cost, based on the current levels of care and support being delivered in each property, are shown in the executive summary.  

The Community, Health and Social Care Directorate and Supporting People will meet the funding jointly; the respective contributions cannot be determined at this stage - see Executive Summary.
The annual contract sums will be reviewed each year in line with the Authority’s budgetary and commissioning processes and will be subject to available resources.
