The reasons are:

ROMAN CATHOLIC PRIMARY SCHOOL 

1. The name of the school is “The Cathedral School of SS Peter and John RC Primary”.

2. The school was founded by and is part of the Catholic Church.  The school is to be conducted as a Catholic School in accordance with the canon law and teachings of the Roman Catholic Church, and in accordance with the Trust Deed of the Diocese of Salford and in particular:

a) religious education is to be in accordance with the teachings, doctrines, discipline and general and particular norms of the Catholic Church;

b) religious worship is to be in accordance with the rites, practices, discipline and liturgical norms of the Catholic Church;
