Background information

1. Bridgewater Primary School was placed in Special Measures following an OFSTED inspection on 16th September 2009. In the report the governing body was judged to be inadequate, stating “Governors have not fulfilled their statutory responsibilities in ensuring that these and safeguarding requirements are met.  They have insufficiently held the school to account”. The Local Authority (LA) agreed with this view.

2. The governing body were informed that the LA was considering the use of an IEB on 4th November 2009 when The Strategic Universal Service Manager for 0-11 year olds met with governors.

3. The governing body were formally consulted on the process (as required by Schedule 6 of The Education and Inspections Act 2006) at the meeting of the full governing body on 19th November 2009, where they agreed with the proposal to put an IEB in place.

4. On 7th December 2009 the Chair of the Governing Body wrote to the DCSF requesting consent to replace Bridgewater Primary School with an Interim Executive Board (IEB).

5. The DCSF granted permission and the IEB members were recommended by the Acting Strategic Director of Children’s Services in consultation with The Strategic Universal Service Manager for 0-11 year olds.

Options considered and rejected were:

For the governing body to remain in place and guide the school out of special measures.  The

LA assessment was the current governing body did not have the capacity to do this.
