The reasons are to facilitate the earliest possible start on site and to approve the 
 appointment of D. Shawcross Limited to carry out urgent roofing works following the 


withdrawal of the lowest tenderer due to none CHAS accreditation and the second 


tenderer being unable to resource the project in time.

Options considered and rejected were retendering the works.  There was an unacceptable 
risk of the school being closed by water ingress if the project is further delayed.

Assessment of Risk   High.  The school may not be able to open this autumn if 

essential work is not carried out this summer in order to prevent an unacceptable 

level of rainwater ingress.
