The payment of a grant of £10,000 to Mr & Mrs Z as a contribution to the cost of adaptations to their house for their foster child AB (age 15).
The reasons are
AB is a looked after child with severe disabilities. He is cared for by Mr & Mrs Z who are foster carers approved by Barnado’s and living in the area of another local authority. They have had their house surveyed to identify adaptations to support AB’s care. The cost of the identified adaptations is £35,000. They have a Disabled Facilities Grant for £25,000 and have asked the Council to meet the balance of £10,000.

The social work team and the family placement service are both of the view that the proposed modifications are necessary and appropriate to support AB’s care.

The Council’s interest would be protected by requiring Mr & Mrs Z to agree to the Council taking a charge on the house. 
Options considered and rejected were

Not to agree the payment would mean that work would not go ahead and this would adversely affect AB’s care and well-being.

Barnados were approached but do not have the funds to meet this sort of expenditure. As a looked after child AB is the Council’s responsibility.
