in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph B(2)(a)(ii)  of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve 

A grant of one third of the cost of adaptations  and fittings to the house of Mr & Mrs D.Halberstadt to make provision for their daughter to live at home. (Total cost of work and adaptations is in the region of £51,000)

The reasons are : Brocha Halberstadt was born with a range of complicated health needs and has spent all her life at Booth Hall Hospital. She does not need to be there for medical reasons but there are problems about her returning to the family home without it being adapted because of lack of space (there are twelve children in the family) and her special care needs. She does need to be closely monitored at all times.

Options considered and rejected were : A grant under the Disabled Facilities Grant. Mr.Halberstadt was assessed for this but was adjudged to have the means to meet the full cost of the work. However, this assessment does not take account of outgoings which are considerable with a family of twelve.

The source of funding is :Core funds. Trading account reserve.

Assessment of Risk : It is possible that Brocha would still not go home when the work was completed leaving the Council with the task of looking after her. She is starting to spend some days at home to test the viability of her returning and thus managing this risk.
