	Primrose Hill Community Primary School 
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The reasons are:

1. On 1st September 2003 the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003 came into force.  Under these regulations governing bodies decide when is the best time to review their constitution and they can choose to do this at any time. 
In addition on the 10th July 2003, the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003, made under Section 34 of the Education Act 2002, came into force. Under this legislation each new school must have an instrument of government as soon as reasonably practicable after the school opening date. This document records the name of the school and the constitution of the governing body. It is the temporary governing body’s responsibility to prepare a draft instrument and submit it to the LEA. 
2. Primrose Hill Community Primary School Temporary Governing Body decided to constitute the substantive Governing Body, to take over from the Temporary Governing Body, from the 1st November 2007, because the school is due to open from the 1st September 2007.
3. Primrose Hill Community Primary School Temporary Governing Body approved the new constitution by approving a new draft Instrument of Government for the substantive Governing Body, at their Temporary Governing Body meeting held on 12th June 2007, and a copy of this is attached to this Record of Decision.

4. The draft has been checked by Governor Services and complies with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003. 

5. The legal process for a new Instrument of Government to be made is by an Order of Salford City Council, in accordance with School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003, and the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003, made under Section 34 of the same Act:

6. Once approved, the new Instrument of Government will come into effect from the date shown on the instrument.

Options considered and rejected were:

None  - as once the draft Instrument of Government for the substantive Governing Body has been approved by the Temporary Governing Body, a new Instrument of Government is required under School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003, and the New Schools (General)(England) Regulations 2003, made under Section 34 of the same Act.
