Background information
1. Bridgewater Primary School Governing Body was dissolved on 31st December 2009 and replaced by an Interim Executive Board (IEB) on 1st January 2010.  The IEB has met regularly (usually monthly) since then and has made a positive impact.  
2. Because of the progress made by the school, the IEB requests that a shadow governing body is now set up to run alongside the IEB for a minimum of 6 months as required in the regulations - The School Governance (Transition from an Interim Executive Board)(England) Regulations 2004.
3. The IEB requests a shadow governing body of 9 members in line with the advice given in the guidance for the regulations, i.e. The Secretary of State sees merit in local authorities taking advantage of the statutory provisions to constitute post IEB governing bodies on a much smaller basis – of between 9-11 members- than is typical for existing governing bodies.
4. The IEB has consulted with the Headteacher and the Strategic Director of Children’s Services and the Assistant Director Universal/Head of Transforming Learning with regards to the nominees to fill the positions on the governing body.
Other options considered and rejected were:
