· the award of a framework to The Manchester Jewish Federation (tenderer 2), Fairfield Care (tenderer 4), Barnardos Services Ltd (tenderer 5), Crossroads (tenderer 6), Cygnet 2008 ltd (tenderer 7), Together Trust (tenderer 8), Scope (tenderer 10) and Reed Community Care (tenderer 11) for Home Based Short Break Care for the Families of Disabled Children to Salford City Council, for the period 1 April 2010 to 31 March 2011 (with the option to extend for 1 + 1 year subject to funding) at an approximate cost of £138,000 over the initial one year contract period and £414,000 over a possible three year period;

· authorise the City Solicitor to prepare contract award documents as soon as possible;

· authorise delegated authority to the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services or his appointed representative to negotiate an optional 12 month plus 12 month extension to the contract dependent on satisfactory service provision, consistent quality of care and maintenance of competitive unit costs.
