I, Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Children’s Services in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph Para G 7 (c) ( i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve: 

The implementation of the new job descriptions for sessional youth workers agreed with trades unions as part of the JNC national agreement.  As part of this process staff will be advised of the implementation of the requirements within the agreed Job Descriptions re 7 day provision including weekend working in line with the JNC National Agreement.

Explore the phasing out of sessions of 3.7 hours duration and the appointment of new staff onto contracts for sessions of 3 hours’ duration

The Reasons are. To enable the Youth Service to operate more flexibly at weekends and other periods and to increase the financial efficiency of the service by pay matching sessional contracts to the hours worked.
Options considered and rejected were .To maintain the status quo, which restricts the service’s ability to be flexible and respond to young people’s changing patterns of need. 

Assessment of Risk .There is a risk that some sessional staff may not accept the implementation of the new contracts and may choose to leave the Youth Service.  

The source of funding is . From within the Youth Service core budget.  The implementation of the new contracts will increase the financial efficiency of the Youth Service.

Legal Advice obtained .Advice on issues relating to employment law has been received from the outstationed HR team.

Financial Advice obtained .From the outstationed finance team.
