Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Margaret Morris, Lead Member for Children’s Services in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph K(a)(1), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:

· Approves a contract award to Developing Initiatives for Support in the Community Ltd (DISC) for a period to commence 1 December 2011 to 30 September 2012 with the option to extend for 12 months (subject to funding). 
· Authorise delegated authority to the Strategic Director of Children’s Services or his appointed representative to negotiate an optional 12 month extension (reviewed annually) to the contract dependent on satisfactory service provision.

· Authorise the City Solicitor to prepare contract award documents as soon as possible
· Approves an extension to the existing contract with Action For Children for a period of two months from 1st October 2011 to 30th November 2011.

The Reasons are to ensure the continuity of Salford City Council’s Intensive Support to Families with Complex Needs service. This service provides intensive parenting and family support for families with multiple problems, with the aim to “turn around” some of Salford’s most complex, costly and challenging families, whilst delivering savings in local service costs.   
Assessment of Risk: high if the service is disrupted
The source of funding is: 
a. Contract with DISC, £356,286 – allocated from the Early Intervention and Prevention Service Budget and funded from the Early Intervention Grant which is currently allocated to 31 March 2013 (Including £130,000 Supporting People funding for 2011 – 12).
b. Two month contract extension with Action For Children (1st October – 30th November 2011), £96,984 - allocated from the Early Intervention and Prevention Service Budget and funded from the Early Intervention Grant

Financial Advice obtained. Debbie Fulton – Assistant Group Accountant -Children’s Services –Customer and Support Services.
