Salford City Council - Record of Decision
I, Councillor John Warmisham, Lead Member for Children’s Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by the Cabinet in Minute 4 of 22nd May, 2007, do hereby approve the following prescribed alteration to Moorfield Community Primary School on Cutnook Lane, Irlam, M44 6GX:-
· discontinuing, with effect from 31st August, 2007, the dedicated resource for six primary-age children having physical disability and holding statements of Special Educational Needs (SEN).

· establishing, with effect from 1st September, 2007, new provision (located in the same resource) for six primary-aged children having Autistic Spectrum Disorder (ASD) and holding statements of SEN.

The Reasons are: (1) Parental preference and changes in legislation since the current resource provision was opened have resulted in the resource base no longer being required by children with physical disability, (2) Such children who would have attended the resource base are now attending their local mainstream school with additional SEN resourcing provided by the Authority, (3) a recent review of ASD provision in the City had recommended developing a primary school for children with ASD and it was agreed that Moorfield should be developed for that purpose and  (4) Pupils attending the new resource will be offered transport facilities in accordance with Salford Local Authority’s published Home to School Transport Policy for children with SEN.
Options considered and rejected: To discontinue the provision

Assessment of Risk: Minimal.

Source of Funding: The expenses of the provision will be met by the school and the allocated funding is included in their delegated budget.  Provision for transport will be funded centrally by the local authority.
