I Councillor Morris, the Lead Member for Children’s Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph  D 4 (a) (xii) of the Scheme of  Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise and approve an amended Instrument of Government for Irlam and Cadishead Community High School to show the new name for their school in line with the School Governance (Constitution)(England) Regulations 2007 and the addition of a sponsor governor to their governing body constitution.

The reasons are:
1. The school’s governing body agreed the change to the school name at their governing body meeting held on 17th May 2010 to reflect the new status of the school having changed to incorporate a 6th form.   The agreed new name is Irlam and Cadishead College.  They also agreed to amend their governing body constitution to include a sponsor governor. They agreed that the new name and new constitution should come into force after 1st September 2011 and the minutes of this meeting are a record of this.
2. When including a sponsor governor, the Instrument of Government has to include the name of the company or organisation who will appoint the sponsor governor.  Schedule 5 of the School Governance(Constitution)(England) Regulations 2007 states that a sponsor is as detailed below:  
(1) In this Schedule, “sponsor” in relation to a school means:

(a)a person who gives or has given substantial financial assistance (which for these purposes includes benefits in kind) to the school other than pursuant to statutory obligation; or
b)any other person (not being otherwise represented on the governing body) who provides or has provided substantial services to the school.
and the governing body were mindful that their sponsor - Talk Talk Technology 

(based on the Northbank Industrial Estate in Irlam) fulfilled this.

3. Under School Governance (Constitution)(England) Regulations 2007  the local authority (LA) must approve any changes to the Instrument of Government of a community school and ensure that a new instrument is made in line with these regulations.  A copy of the draft Instrument of Government is attached.
4. The draft instrument has been checked by Governor Services and it complies with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2007. 
5. Once approved, the Instrument of Government for the school will come into effect from the date it is sealed.
