The cost is no more than £10k per pilot, totaling £30k in total

The Reasons are we wish to continue with companies who have previously supplied the magazine (following competitive tendering) to ensure the product is delivered satisfactorily in a relatively short time period.  
After the pilot is complete a formal contract will be sought competitively when a decision is taken on the future format and schedule of the magazine.
