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The reasons are:

1. On 1st September 2003 the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003 came into force.  These regulations required all governing bodies to review their composition and reconstitute with a new Instrument of Government in place by 31st August 2006.  Governing bodies were to decide when was the best time for them to do this and still comply with this requirement.

2. The governing body above approved a draft revised new Instrument of Government, to comply with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003, at their governing body meeting by means of a governing body resolution. It will increase the membership of the governing body by two, to a total of fourteen.
3. The original Instrument now being revised had been approved by Salford City Council to take effect from 1st May 2005.

4. The legal process for a new, or revised, Instrument of Government to be made is by an Order of Salford Local Education Authority, in accordance with School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003. 

5. The draft attached have been drawn up in accordance with the Regulations.

6. Once approved, the new revised Instrument of Government will come into effect from the date shown on the instrument.
