I Councillor Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph G7 (a) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the request for honoraria payment of £3,482 which has been calculated as the difference between the postholders substantive salary and the salary of the vacant post that the post holder has been fully acting-up into. The honoraria is for the period 1 August 2007 to 31 October 2007, after which time it is intended that the vacant post will be filled on a permanent basis.
The Reasons are The post holder has been undertaking additional duties to ensure the continuity of service provision until the vacant post has been advertised and recruited to.
Options considered and rejected were this is an interim measure as the post is now being advertised. There will be implications for the service if the post is not filled whilst recruitment takes place.
Assessment of Risk Failure to undertake the duties will have a serious impact on the service..
