the use of in-house contractor, Kirkhams to undertake office adaptations in support of the centralisation of the Call Centre to floors 7 & 8 Orbit House, Eccles. These works have been approved in principle with the Director of Customer and Support Services to allow the Call Centre move to take place in mid November.

The Reasons are the use of the in-house contractor, Kirkhams will enable Salford City Council to shortcut many of the issues, which could occur when using an alternative contractor and ultimately have a cost saving benefit. 

Options considered and rejected were the use of alternative contractors. Kirkhams have already successfully refurbished office accommodation at Emerson House on behalf of the City Council and their expertise and on-site knowledge of Kirkhams will facilitate the centralisation of the Call Centre within the required budget and time frame.
