I Councillor Hinds, Lead Member for Customer and Support Services, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (i) of Section 3, of the Scheme of Delegation of the council and Under Part 4: Section 7 of Contractual Standing Orders 2.1  do hereby approve an exception to those standing order to allow -

An addition of £185k over 2 years to an existing contract the City Council holds with Helping Hands to deliver a Citywide Handypersons services
The Reasons are that this will enable the strategic aim of having one Citywide Handyperson’s service to continue, and will deliver cost efficiencies and value for money

Options considered and rejected are to tender for the provision of additional Handypersons services utilising the grant awarded from Central Government. This was rejected as this is not the strategic vision of the City Council for delivery of Handyperson services.
Assessment of Risk – Low. Helping Hands were awarded an extension to their existing contract in March 2009, after satisfying a detailed and thorough review of the services they provide. In addition, the work they undertake is monitored through a long established contract monitoring group
The source of funding is – Central Government grant of £185k to deliver Handyperson service during 2009/10 and 2010/11

Legal Advice obtained – Procurement advice was obtained from Terry Harrison on the 27th July 2009

Financial Advice obtained from Nigel Dickens on – 10th June 2009
