· Where the debtor has absconded and can not be traced;

· Where a business has ceased to trade, leaving no traceable assets;

· Where the debtor has been declared bankrupt, or;

· Where a limited company has entered in to insolvency.

Options considered and rejected were to leave the amounts outstanding for a further period.
