of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve: 


The waiving of Standing Orders to allow a contractor, UPS Limited, to be appointed to undertake the urgent re-tiling of the swimming pools at Fit City Irlam and Fit City Clarendon.

The reasons are:

There are major problems with the swimming pool tiling at Fit City Irlam and Fit City Clarendon.

Fit City Irlam is currently closed for refurbishment and improvement and the emptying of the pool to facilitate these works has caused significant areas of tiling to fall away.  It is important that the problem is dealt with urgently to minimise any delay to the re-opening of the facility and consequential loss of income.

Fit City Clarendon remains in use but surveys indicate major condition problems with the tiling with damaged and loose tiles to large areas of the pool surround, and main pool tank. To minimise disruption and loss of income it is proposed to schedule the work for the quietest business period.

Options considered and rejected were:

Patch repairs as it was considered there might remain potential health and safety problems for users, as well as on-going repairs and maintenance costs, associated pool closures and loss of income.

Assessment of Risk: Low, the recommended contractor is based in Salford and has a successful history of swimming pool tiling having received national recognition for their work. The work will be closely supervised and that at Fit City Clarendon will only proceed on the satisfactory completion of the work at Fit City Irlam.
