The reasons are that  Urban Vision Partnership Limited (UVPL) is a joint venture between Salford City Council, Capita Symonds and Morrison PLC, established on the 1st of February, 2005, with the remit of delivering a series of objectives set by the City Council.

The joint venture is based on a new and innovative model of staff secondment, with the majority of staff being seconded from the City Council into UVPL for the term of the contract.  The Senior Management of UVPL was formed on the basis of senior City Council staff being seconded in, supplemented by additional senior staff from the other two partners in the joint venture.  It was always recognised that that the structure was interim and would need to be reviewed as UVPL developed.  This is the first amendment to the senior management structure.  More could emerge as the business develops
