Council do hereby authorise the allocation of an essential car user  allowance to a 

Member Support Officer based in the Greater Manchester Police Authority team.

The reasons are that since the employee started they have been asked to undertake the 

role of Appropriate Adult Co-ordinator. This role requires the individual to travel across

 Greater Manchester on numerous occasions.

The appropriate adult scheme operates in 8 out of the 10 districts in Greater Manchester 

and the employee has regular meetings with both Social Services and the Police in these 

areas.

In addition the recent mileage of the individual demonstrates that on average she is 

travelling on the Authority’s behalf approximately 120 miles a month. 

The post holder is required to use her car to travel 3 to 4 times a week and sometimes 

from one district to another

Options considered and rejected were not to allocate an essential car user 

Allowance.

Assessment of Risk, failure to allocate an essential car allowance may adversely impact 

the service.

The source of funding is the full time Police Authority Budget
