Confirm that, in exercise of the powers conferred on it in accordance Section C paragraph  (a) xiv  of  the Scheme of Delegation of the Council,  have  declared of a surplus of £1m as the estimated balance on the Collection Fund as at 31st March 2007..

The Reasons are That the collection of Council Tax is estimated to be £1m in excess of the budget requirement. The policy of taking a more cautious approach to the calculation of the Council tax base together with the recent increases in the number of chargeable dwellings is having a favourably impact on the Collection Fund.  .

Options considered and rejected were A variety of different levels of the estimated Collection Fund balance as at 31st March 2007 based on the modelling of the implications of achieving various collection rates and a comparison of historical collection performance..

Assessment of Risk Low.

The source of funding is The recommended surplus would be transferred to the City Councils General Fund and to the Greater Manchester Police and Fire Authorities in 2007/08 and would have a favourable impact on the level of Council Tax in 2007/08. .
