(details) The use of the Central Office Relocation budget within the Capital Programme for 2004/05 for the costs associated with the first phase of the move for Housing and Environmental Services between Turnpike House and Crompton House. The current estimate of the first phase is £400k..

The Reasons are The budget within the 2004/05 capital programme is the only available budget that could fund the costs arising from the first phase of the move..

Options considered and rejected were To retain the use of Turnpike for Housing but there was not enough space to facilitate the requirements arising through Stock Options, Market Renewal and Strategy. Plus a move of Housing away from Turnpike gives a separation of functions between Housing and New Prospect Housing Limited..

Assessment of Risk Failure to accommodate the required staffing resources for Stock Options, Market Renewal and Strategy will have serious impacts on the delivering of these initiatives..

The source of funding is Capital Receipts that are currently identified within the 2004/05 Capital Programme.
