The Reasons are:  Following the appointment of Salford Schools Solutions to rebuild Buile Hill and Harrop Fold High Schools, the decision was taken by the City Council to reduce the capacity of Harrop Fold from 1200 to 900 places. A number of variation orders have been issued to the contractor to requesting changes to the design to reflect this change in pupil numbers. In order to give Legal effect to these changes, various changes to the Project Agreement are required which will be documented in a Deed of Variation. 

 Assessment of Risk: Failure to enter into the Deed of Variation will impact on the sign off of the new schools and may result in a compensation claim from the contractor.
